To invite your healthcare provider:

3.	Enter your healthcare provider’s Eversense DMS ProClinic

4.	Tap Add 
5.	Tap OK to confirm invitation

Your provider will now be able to view your data from their 
Eversense DMS Pro Account.

You may print or email your reports. Click on 
the printer icon to view and print your report, 
or click on the envelope icon to email them.

Located in the settings menu, REPORT 
SUMMARY settings allow you to set up a 
regularly-scheduled automated report that 
will be emailed to you. You can select how 
often the reports are sent, and which  
reports you want to receive.
